Materials to learn what you need to know: 
1. cliffnotes ap bio 3rd edition book (https://d3jc3ahdjad7x7.cloudfront.net/eYi7l6kHHrjBXFgOFMJn0hkd2hhDo6esBwXuv0a4mGhV3usT.pdf). Cliffnotes contains enough material to only get a 20. If you want to score higher, use feralis bio notes and my bio notes. 
2. feralis biology notes (http://datbootcamp.com/feralis-biology-notes/) 
3. my notes (http://www.datgenius.com/ty-jacobs-bio-notes/) Both of our notes sufficiently cover the entire biology section. I go a little too in depth on metabolism and genetic lab techniques so use feralis notes for those sections.

Orgo

Materials to learn what will be tested:
1. Chad's videos (https://www.coursesaver.com/video/category/dat-videos). Use this first! Watch all videos, take notes, and do all the quizzes. 
2. my DAT orgo notes (http://www.datgenius.com/ty-jacobs-organic-notes/). Contains info chad doesn't cover that will be tested. On page 2 of my notes, i go into detail on how to utilize these notes and how to study for orgo most efficiently. 

Materials for practice problems: 
1. Organic chemistry odyssey. Designed for an orgo class, not the dat but is extremely useful for the dat. Do every problem, every chapter. Way harder than the DAT but by the end of the book you'll be a pro at doing orgo problems. Found at http://www.orgoman.com/datdestroyer.html.

Gen chem

Materials to learn what will be tested: 
1. Chad's videos (https://www.coursesaver.com/video/category/dat-videos). Use this first! Watch all videos, take notes, and do all the quizzes. 
2. My gen chem notes (http://www.datgenius.com/ty-jacobs-gen-chem-notes/). Contains info chad doesn't cover that will be tested.

Materials for practice problems: 
1. General chemistry destroyer. Found at http://www.orgoman.com/datdestroyer.html. Seems like this is a brand new book because it didnt exist when I was studying for the DAT. I bet it its really good though. Orgoman is a legend. I would do these problems although I bet they are harder than the DAT. 
2. DAT destroyer, general chemistry section. Note: questions will be harder than DAT. Found at http://www.orgoman.com/datdestroyer.html.

General logic for how to study for nat sci sections
1. Learn the material. You should spend most time learning the material, not doing practice problems. 
2. Do practice problems. Only start doing problems when you know your material well. For gen chem, start with general chemistry destroyer first. Then do DAT destroyer gen chem section. For orgo, start with organic chem odyssey first. Then do dat destroyer orgo section. For bio, you only have the DAT destroyer bio section questions to work with. Every time you get a question wrong, understand why you got the question wrong and make sure you dont make the mistake again.


PAT 
What to buy: 
1. Dat bootcamp (datbootcamp.com). Amazing for PAT. Also has amazing practice tests (will explain later)
2. dat genius (http://www.datgenius.com/). Great for PAT and great for practice tests (will explain about practice tests later).
3. crack the dat (https://crackdat.com/). Only buy PAT and reading comprehension tests, nothing else! Buy the 10 practice tests for reading comp and pat.

How to learn:
1. Focus on learning 1 section at a time. Go on youtube and search tips and strategies for whatever section you are working on. 
2. Once you have a feel for the strategy, go to DAT genius and DAT boot camp and work on the problem generators for that specific section. The only way to get better at each section is to do more and more problems. So keep working on the practice generators until you are getting a lot right and you are answering them quickly. (quick tip: make sure you work on the rock generator from datgenius!)
3. Once you learned all the sections and you are confident from doing generator problems, start doing full practice PAT tests. Start off with dat bootcamp tests because they are the hardest (dat bootcamp PAT is harder than the real DAT). Once you finish the dat bootcamp tests, do the dat genius tests. Hold off on the crack the dat because their tests are most similar to the real PAT section. 

Reading comp
What to buy: 
1. crack the dat (https://crackdat.com/). Only buy PAT and reading comprehension tests, nothing else! Buy the 10 practice tests for reading comp and pat. 

How to learn: 
1. Go to http://datbootcamp.com/classroom/reading-comprehension/strategy/ and read up on strategies. 
2. Do practice tests only from crack the dat and nowhere else. Crack the dat's reading comp section is harder than the real dat. Passages are very similar to the real dat but on crack the dat, they ask you more critical thinking questions. I was scoring 18s and 19s on crack the dat but then got a 24 on the real dat. 


Quantitative reasoning
What to buy:
1. Chads video's for QR (https://www.coursesaver.com/video/category/quantitative-reasoning-2011/3000). Watch all videos, take notes, and do all quizzes.  
2. Math destroyer. http://www.orgoman.com/datdestroyer.html. Note questions are much harder than the real DAT. 
3. DAT destroyer

How to learn: 
1. Watch chad's videos then start doing math destroyer. Make sure you time each test to simulate the real DAT. You may struggle because the problems are very hard. There are some problems that weren't covered by chad's videos. Learn how to do them because they can appear on your DAT. 
2. After completing math destroyer, do the  math section of DAT destroyer. 

Practice tests
When you should take them:
1. Take them about 1.5-2 weeks before your exam. Don't take an exam before you start studying because its pretty useless. 

Which ones you should take:
1. 2009 DAT test: this test came out in 2009. This is the most accurate representation of the DAT you will take. Many people save this as the last practice exam they take before the real thing. Normally you have to pay 30$ to ADEA for it but here's the link to an online pdf (http://www.predent.org.vt.edu/admissions/dat-sample-test-2009.pdf)
2. 2007 DAT test: another real dat, from 2007. Many people say the science sections are easier than the real thing. Still a really good practice exam. Link here: http://www.ada.org/~/media/ADA/Education%20and%20Careers/Files/dat_test_sampleitems.ashx
3. The rest of your practice exams should be from as follows:
- All nat sci sections: use DAT bootcamp, then DAT genius if you have done the DAT bootcamp ones
- QR: use DAT bootcamp, then DAT genius if you have done the DAT bootcamp ones
- reading comp: use crack the dat (if you haven't done every exam yet), then DAT bootcamp, then DAT genius 
- PAT: use crack the dat (if you haven't done every one yet), then dat genius (if you haven't done every one yet), then dat bootcamp (if you haven't done every one yet)
